The event is conducted by San Francisco Region (SFR), Sports Car Club of America per the 2025 General Competition Regulations and the SFR Supplementary Regulations.
Your assigned number is shown on the entry list on MSR.

Paddock staging and Load in
Staging is in T5 Lakebed. Note this is different from the last few years when we were staging at T5 paddock. You can arrive any time after noon on June 26th.
Staging will be broken down into the following sections
1) Shops
2) Paddock stripping volunteers
3) Load in control volunteers
4) Test day drivers ALREADY pre-registered. We will have a printed list if you are not on the list, you will not be released with this group. FYI, we will print the list on Wed end of the day.
5) Entrants for the two-day Race Event.
Entrants will be released for paddock load in using the sequence above. Kindness to everyone assisting in the load in process COUNTS!
If you arrive during the load in process you must go to the T5 lakebed NOT directly to the paddock. 
Load in cannot start until paddock is ready and depending on Laguna, we may not be able to start paddock striping until 6:00. We are doing our best to get everyone in as soon as possible. 
We cannot use chalk or flour for striping; we will use barrels and tape. Trying to figure out the tape issue.
Paddock Advisories
· Spaces directly across from the Garages are reserved for Drivers who rented Garages. If you paddock there and did not rent a garage you will be asked to move.
· Please conserve paddock space for race vehicles. Fire lanes must always be kept clear. Personal/guest vehicles must be parked outside racing paddock areas. Please Park extra or empty trailers out front of the gate in the staging area. 
· Race Engines may not run earlier than 8 am or after 5:30 pm.
· Quiet hours are 10:00 PM to 6:00 AM – be nice to your neighbor, no free-standing generators, no dirt bikes, no loud parties, etc. 
· Use Oil Recycling Centers 
· No Electrical Power is available. If anyone finds a plug in and uses it you will be asked to remove it.
· No Dogs are allowed in the paddock. We know the sign has always said this but now Laguna enforces it.

Test Day
· Registration opens at 7:00AM in the double garage as we normally use
· Test day is 9:00-5:00
· Pick up the final class/groups schedule at Registration
Race Weekend
· Timing will all be in the T&S building across the bridge
· In the past we have started our event sessions at 8:30. Now we are required to start at 9:00. The impact of this is a very tight schedule. Drivers can help keep the track hot and on time by staying out of the Laguna sand traps.
· Use the motorcycle lane for track entry at the exit of turn 2 unless behind the pace car - the lane is not part of the racing surface


No PA
We will not have any PA for this event. We practiced using the MSR txt system at Thunderhill and have a more structured system, so we will be using it exclusively for this event. The txt’s will go out to all entrants, race shops, and Workers. 
Do Dogs/No Open Flames
This has been posted for years and years, and is now enforced by the track
Registration (Race Administration)
· Registration Sat 7:00-4:00, Sun 7:30-11:00 in the double garage as we normally use
· Track is hot 9:00-5:00. 
· All drivers must go to Registration. Drivers will be given an event credential and will be required to show the credential at Grid. Credentials must always be visible.
· Access to the Racing Pits (hot pit areas) and other hazardous areas is restricted to licensed SCCA members 18 or older.  Anyone 14-17 requesting hot pit access must have a signed waiver processed through and filed at the SCCA national office.
· All participants requesting hot pit access must go to Registration to receive an event credential.
· Express Registration is designed to make race registration faster and easier for drivers who have all required items with no Registration and/or Tech issues. To participate in Express Registration, a driver must present:
· Current SCCA Competition License or Novice Permit. 
· Helmet with current year SCCA Gear Tech sticker.
· SCCA logbook with a valid, current annual tech stamp.
· If the car requires homologation papers, they must be presented with the SCCA logbook.
· The logbook page for the event must be completed.
· Have no outstanding debt to the Region or the national SCCA.
· For at-track entry the driver will be required to complete an entry form on MSR.
Tech will do their best to be available on Friday afternoon. They will officially open at 7:15 Saturday Morning.
If your car and/or gear have not received an annual Tech sticker/stamp, you must go to Tech with your car and gear after registering for the event to obtain the sticker and/or the stamp. 
Sound
The Sound limit is 103.0. SFR does not control the sound reading process. We are required to pay two track employees to take sound readings. They will make the calls if you are over 103.0. The sound rules are as follows:
Any Driver with two sound violations will be removed for the remainder of the day. If the same Driver receives an additional sound violation on any following day they are removed from the event. Any Driver with one sound violation greater than 8bB will be removed from the event.
A word of caution. We all know where the sound shake is. The track has had major pressure from the community re-sound, and we have heard rumors about mobile sound meters. Don’t know, just letting you know what we have heard. They are serious about the sound issue.
General information:

· Transponders are required. If you receive a transponder board at start/finish, your transponder is not working properly. You can check at the Black Flag Station or Impound to be advised of the problem. Rental transponders are available at Race Administration.
· Live timing is available throughout the weekend by using Race Monitor or Speedhive, you will need to download the app. 
· Sound Reading and advisories will be available at Race Administration.
· Transmitting beacons for on-board data acquisition may be placed trackside only in an area designated by the Pit Marshal or other Race Official.

Forward Facing Cameras
· All cars must have forward-facing cameras.
· If requested by a race official, a competitor must provide the video whether or not the competitor was involved in the incident.
