Thank you for volunteering for the Windy City BMW Club Putnam Park Road Course High
Performance Driving Experience (HPDE). For overall information we have provided some info
from the Driver Packet to you. Please be sure to register for Saturday night supper if you wish
to attend. Be sure to bring the completed Medical Form to registration if you plan to ride with
an instructor on the track, or drive yourself during track touring. Look over the attached
Waiver(s) Adult and Minor), you will need to sign this at the track.

You will be scheduled to assist at morning registration and/or at pit-out (if you are 18 or older).
Registration consists of verifying paperwork, checking helmet date of manufacture, affixing
wristbands, etc. Pit-out workers ensure drivers are going out in the correct run group and have
seatbelts and helmets secured, etc. Final assignments will be emailed to you in the week
before the event. A printed copy of your schedule and the overall event schedule will be given
to you on-site. We can’t do this driving program without you, so we will be providing you with a
free lunch for helping out.

The following info is provided to acquaint you with our program in case you need to field
questions from drivers at the track. Many of the specifics are applicable mostly to our Drivers.

Wrist band colors will be: instructors — black/white checkered, drivers— green, yellow or
red to match their run group, workers and visitors - purple.

Special Run Group information:

1. There will be a Solo (Green) run group. Solo run group drivers are highly experienced
HPDE participants. Eligibility for this run group will be decided by the Driving Events
Committee. The Solo run group will run in their own group and also be allowed to run
with the instructor group. Instructors can drive in the Solo group

2. These Experienced participants will have the opportunity to select an instructor for a
session if they wish. This gives the experienced HPDE participant the opportunity to
continue learning.

3. If two drivers want to share one car and will split their driving within a single run group,
one driver will register for the experience to confirm pricing and they will have notified a
committee member so we will know of the arrangement. (Note that Lockton track
insurance allows for multiple drivers.)
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Cancellation Policy: If you have to back out after registering, please call Randy Everson
(847-274-7129) ASAP and let him know you are not coming.

Track Insurance Issues: Please be aware that most insurance companies are adding
waivers to their policies that specifically suspend comprehensive coverage for your vehicle if it
is used on any closed (i.e. not public) roads. Drivers may or may not want to consult their
insurance agent.

BMW CCA works through Lockton Affinity to offer coverage for cars at driving events. See the
included letter and the link below for more information.

Technical Inspection: Drivers & instructors must present a signed/certified Tech Inspection
Sheet at Registration. There is NO onsite inspection. The technical inspection is for
everyone’s safety on the track. As this is a BMW CCA national requirement THERE ARE NO
EXCEPTIONS TO THIS RULE.

Helmet: Must be Snell or SFI 2010 or newer. Helmets need to be checked. Participants will
bring helmet to the morning registration to get the helmet teched unless they already have a
current Windy City BMW sticker (yellow or green). Some open faced loaner helmets will
be available on loan from the Chapter.

Registration from 7:00 AM till 7:30 AM. You should arrive at the track by 6:30 and tell folks at
the front gate that you are event staff so they will let you in. At the front gate you must sign
two liability waivers, one for Putnam and one for Windy City BMW which signs away your
rights. A copy of our waiver is enclosed, please review it. Registration will be held in the
covered shed between the tower and the concession stand.

At 8:00 AM on Saturday & 8:30 on Sunday there will be drivers’ and instructors’ meetings
near the Tower building. This is the most important safety meeting of the day and is
MANDATORY for them.

Parking at Putnam: parking is on the large gravel and paved areas south of the lawn. Twenty
garages are available for rent on a first-come-first-served basis

Technical Workshops for Drivers: The first scheduled Workshop is mandatory for all groups.
This is a BMW CCA national requirement. The classroom for this is located in the Tower
building, top floor.

ANYONE ENGAGED IN RACING WILL BE EXPELLED, NO EXCEPTIONS, NO REFUNDS.
No driver will be allowed to drive anyone other than an instructor around the track during
regular track sessions — BMW CCA Insurance requirement.

Saturday Night Dinner: TBA

Track Touring: During most of the lunch break each day, there will be track touring.
Participants, including workers 18 or older, will be able to take family and friends around the
track and show them what they are learning/doing. This is just touring and no helmets are
required. Maximum speed limit is 50 and there is no passing.

Weather: Who knows about the weather? Please come prepared for the worst. Try to pack
your things (rain gear, clothes, spare parts, etc.) in waterproof containers (like Rubbermaid
Roughnecks) or bring a tarp or big plastic bags because your car will be unpacked in whatever
the weather.

Gasoline & Air: Air and fuel are available at the track (expensive) or 5 miles away at normal
pump prices.

Concession Stand: The concession stand will be open each day. The food is good. Your
schedule has rest periods to allow time for you to eat.

Paddock: The paddock (parking) area has no shade. Bring skin protection and a canopy, if
you have one.

Medical Information: Please print, complete and bring the attached BMW CCA required
MANDATORY Medical Form to registration in a sealed envelope with your name on the
outside. The form will provide emergency information to the staff EMTs only if needed.

RELAX AND ENJOY. Windy City BMW has a lot of experience putting on high performance
driving experiences.

HPDE Insurance
Program policies are sold online and can be obtained in as little as five or ten minutes; for participants
registering for events through MotorsportReg.com, coverage can be obtained by the link provided
during the registration process to the HPDE Insurance Program site for that particular event.

“We've been listening to our members’ concerns,” says Patek, “and we’ve responded with a
membership benefit that will help chapters maintain HPDE participation and assist our individual

members with a solution.”
