
     
HAGERTY MOTOR IN MOVIE NIGHT 

 

PROTOCOLS 
 

Date: Thursday, October 29, 2020 
Location: WeatherTech Raceway Laguna Seca – Lakebed  
Movie: Ferris Bueller’s Day Off  
Time: Gates open at 5:00 p.m. Movie starts at 6:30 p.m. 
 

• Signage regarding protocols will be posted at the entry and reviewed verbally by gate 
attendants or Security with anyone entering the lakebed. 

• Registration check-in location will be determined by WeatherTech Raceway Laguna Seca 
management. At registration body temperature will be checked with No Touch Thermometers 
upon entry. Those recording a temperature of 100.4°F or higher will be turned away. Any 
individual who is not feeling well, experiencing a cough, fever/chills, shortness of 
breath/difficulty breathing, fatigue, muscle/body aches, headache, loss of taste/smell, sore 
throat, congestion, runny nose, nausea, vomiting or diarrhea are required to stay home.  

• Parking spaces are to be configured to ensure that vehicles have at least six feet of distance 
between them. 

• All event ticket purchases/registration must be done online.  
• Each vehicle may only be occupied by members of the same household who have already been 

in close contact with each other.  
• If not utilizing restroom facilities or picking up concessions, patrons must remain in their 

vehicles. Patrons cannot sit outside of their vehicles, e.g. to view a drive-in movie near their 
vehicle. No social grouping (i.e., outside of vehicle) is allowed. Masks must be worn when 
outside of vehicle. 

• Guests are to provide their own face masks and are required to wear it when outside of a 
vehicle i.e when outside the vehicle to go to and from restrooms. 

• Ensured regular cleaning and disinfecting of on-site restrooms. 
• Drive-in movie theater concessions should be ordered online or over the phone, if possible, and 

be available for curbside pick-up. Walk-up concession services will be available for pick-up of 
pre-ordered items. If pre-ordering items Is not possible, ensure that customers maintain proper 
physical distancing when waiting to order food items. Due to coin shortage and COVID we will 
only allow touchless or electronic payment (no cash). 

• No pets allowed except for properly identified service animals. This includes animals confined to 
kennels or vehicles.

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FAQ’s 

What time does the movie start?  6:30 p.m. 

What time can I arrive to park my car? 5:00 p.m. or 1 hour and 30 minutes before movie starts 

May I buy tickets on site? All tickets must be purchased online prior to arrival.  

How do we listen to the movie? Audio will be streamed via an FM station directly through your car’s FM 
stereo. Turn your key to accessory mode to keep your stereo on.  If you do not have an FM stereo, or are 
concerned about your vehicle’s battery, bring a portable FM radio with fresh batteries or download a 
radio app to connect to an FM station. Another option is to tune in and connect with a portable speaker 
through Bluetooth using your mobile hotspot. 

Does my car need to be turned on the whole time? If your FM radio source is your car radio, your key 
should be turned to accessory mode. If you are not using your car radio, then you do not need to keep 
your car accessory mode on during the show. If you do keep your battery on, be sure to start your car 
every so often to keep your car battery strong. 

Will my car battery die while listening? Most vehicles will not have a problem. If you are concerned, 
you can turn your car on a few times during the movie. In the event your battery dies, we offer 
complimentary jump-starts that will quickly get you on your way. 

My I leave my vehicle to tailgate? No, in adhering to the guidelines set by the Monterey County Health 
Office, you may not leave your vehicle unless for restroom or emergency. Masks must be worn by 
anyone who exits their vehicle to use the restroom. Children must always be accompanied by an adult. 

May I sit in the bed of my truck? Sitting in a truck bed is permitted – guests must stay in the bed of their 
own truck, no loitering around the vehicle. If you choose to sit in the bed of your truck, A MASK MUST 
BE WORN for the entirety of the time spent outside the cab of the vehicle, per the current Monterey 
County Health Order. 

May I back into my parking spot, open rear liftgate, and watch movie out the back of my vehicle? Yes, 
this is considered the same as sitting in the bed of your truck, you must remain inside your vehicle. You 
cannot sit or stand outside, and everyone in vehicle needs to have masks on the entire time. 

Is there assigned parking? No 

May I park near my friends? You must line up for movie entry together to ensure spots are close and 
you must remain in the vehicle you arrived in during the movie. There is no promise that you will be 
next to each other, we may not take special requests. Vehicles will be physically distanced per the 
Monterey County Health Order. You may not exit your vehicle to sit with friends in another vehicle. 

May I come in my convertible? If your car top is down, you must have a mask on in adherence with the 
current Monterey County Health Order. 

Are motorcycles permitted? No 

Do I have to wear my mask in the car? If you have your windows rolled up, you may take off your mask. 
If you would like to roll your windows down, you must have a mask on in adherence with the current 
Monterey County Health Order. 
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What is not allowed/permitted at the movie? For the safety of our customers, we do not allow 
firearms, weapons of any kind, drugs (including marijuana) or alcoholic beverages. All vehicles are 
subject to search. All garbage must stay inside the vehicle. 

Is it rain or shine? No 

Will alcohol be available for purchase? No 

What concessions will be available at the movie? The concession stand is located on the Island. For 
those of you that have pre-ordered your food, your confirmation of your order will provide you with a 
number that you will need when you pick-up your food. If you did not pre-order, you must have a mask 
on to order and guests in line must stand at a 6-foot distance apart. 

NO MASK, NO SERVICE. 

I am running late; may I arrive after the movie has started? Yes, however you will be parked in the very 
back. Admission is not guaranteed if arriving after the start time. 

Are tickets refundable? No 

Are there restrooms available? Yes, men’s and women’s restrooms are available.
