Possible Flag Meanings

A.
A faster competitor IS about to be overtaking you.  Check your mirrors and stay on line.

B.
Something is mechanically wrong with car #27.  Proceed to the pits for a consultation.

C.
The session is finished, proceed to the pits.

D.
Take care, slow moving vehicle (e.g., Emergency vehicle or limping racecar).

E.
You have been observed driving in an unsafe manner, stay on track, but do not do it again.

F.
Congratulations, good race!  Nice Race!  Cute helmet colors!
G.
Another competitor is coming up behind you, check your mirrors.

H.
GREAT DANGER! Slow down, be prepared to stop.  No passing until the next clear flag station.

I.
Car #27 report immediately to the pits for consultation with Black Flag Steward.

J.
No passing until after the next clear flag station.

K.
Start of the race and/or the course is clear.

L.
The car behind you is trying to tell you something.

M.
Caution, oil, water, debris is on the course.

N.
Timing and Scoring cannot read your car number.

O.
There is one lap to go.

P.
DANGER, come to an immediate but safe stop, near the edge of the course.

Q.
All cars are to proceed to the pits.

R.
Use caution, no passing anywhere on the track, the safety car may also be on track.

A.  You are about to be lapped by a faster car.

B.  Caution - Slow Down - No Passing

C.  The Course is clear and the race is underway.

D.  There is one more lap to go in the race.

E.  Oil or other debris on the racing surface.

F.  Report to the Chief Steward at the end of the pit lane.

G.  Emergency or Slow-Moving vehicle ahead.

H.  Stop Immediately - Clear the course if possible.

I.  You are in Deep Trouble - Get off the Course - Put it on the Trailer - Pay Your Fine - and GET OUT.

J.  Something is wrong with your Car - Report to your Pits.

K.  You are being Closely Followed.

L.  The Pace Car is on the Track.

M.  Danger - Be Prepared to Stop - No Passing.

N.  All Cars report to their respective Pit Lane location.

O.  Warning - You are driving in an Improper Manner and will be Black Flagged if you continue.

P.  The Race or Session is over - complete this Lap and enter Pit Lane.

Q.  The entire Race Course is Full-Course-Yellow.

R.  Timing & Scoring reports you have just set a new Track Record - Party at Race Impound.
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
