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Event Requirements

Track We request all participants review the general track policies on VIR’s website.
These policies cover requirements for participants both on and off track. Any charges
incurred due to failure to observe these policies will be billed to the offending participant.

Run Groups Each driver must have verifiable previous on track experience
consistent with their group’s requirements below. Please list your experience at
registration.

Intermediate Point by passing on straights only. Passing cars must pass on the right
side of the track.

Intermediate drivers are signed off to run in SOLO run groups. Have previous
experience in NASA HPDE 2, Chin Solo-Yellow or equivalent.

BEVEREEE Unrestricted passing, no point by required.

Advanced drivers must have previous experience in a racing environment or previous
experience in Chin Red Group, NASA HPDE 4, or equivalent.

Cars Entrants are expected to prepare their car for the duties of track driving to the
minimum standard outlined in our Tech Sheet. Should a car be suspected of not being
safe for track use, the organizers reserve the right to deny track access at any point
during the event. For questions about eligibility, please contact info@maxtracktime.com.

Drivers All drivers in race cars must have full racing gear including: Nomex Suit,
SA2015/FIA2018 or newer Helmet, Racing Shoes, Balaclava, Nomex Socks, HANS
device or comparable neck protection.

Drivers of street legal cars must wear cotton long sleeve shirts, long pants, and closed
toed shoes. Any driver of a street legal car with a racing harness must wear a HANS
device or comparable neck protection.

Failure to have appropriate driving gear will result in denial of track access until
appropriate gear is obtained.

MINOR DRIVERS Minors aged 16-17 are permitted to drive provided they have filled
out both the track’s minor waiver and our minor waiver. A legal parent or guardian must
either be present, or have the waiver signed, notarized, and presented at the event for
the minor to participate.

Crew Crew in cold pits, not involved in fueling, may wear shorts and t-shirts. Closed
toed shoes are required.
